1. Spray your work with fixative.

2. Write your name, title, media, and completion date on the back of the project
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Photograph your work with the reproduction stand in class

a. First, write the title of the work of art on a small piece of paper (3”X5” or so).

b. Then, photograph your name written largely and clearly on  a separate piece of paper (your name only needs to be photographed once at the beginning of a group of photos)

c. Next, and immediately following the photograph of your name, photograph the individual work of art.

i. Be sure the camera is at the highest (three-star) setting.

ii. Include the title of each piece in the photograph

iii. Zoom in to exclude any unimportant space around your work (crop it).

d. Photograph the two sketchbook pages used immediately following the photo of your Soft Pastel Project.
